Exodus 15:26 - and said, "If you diligently heed the voice of
the LORD your God and do what s right in His sight, give
ear to His commandments and keep all His statutes, | will
put none of the diseases on you which | have brought on
the Egyptians. For | [am] the LORD who heals you."

Exodus 23:25 - "So you shall serve the LORD your God, and
He will bless your bread and your water. And | will take
sickness away from the midst of you.

Deuteronomy 7:15 - "And the LORD will take away from you
all sickness, and will afflict you with none of the terrible
diseases of Egypt which you have known, but will lay
[them] on all those who hate you.

Deuteronomy 28:1-2 - "Now it shall come to pass, if you
diligently obey the voice of the LORD your God, to observe
carefully all His commandments which | command you
today, that the LORD your God will set you high above all
nations of the earth. "And all these blessings shall come
upon you and overtake you, because you obey the voice of
the LORD your God:

Deuteronomy 30:19 - "I call heaven and earth as witnesses
today against you, [that] | have set before you life and
death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that
both you and your descendants may live;

Joshua 21:45 - Not a word failed of any good thing which
the LORD had spoken to the house of Israel. All came to
pass.

1Kings 8:56 - "Blessed [be] the LORD, who has given rest
to His people Israel, according to all that He promised.
There has not failed one word of all His good promise,
which He promised through His servant Moses.

Psalm 89:34 - My covenant | will not break, Nor alter the
word that has gone out of My lips.

Psalm 91:16 - With long life | will satisfy him, And show him
My salvation."

Psalm 103:1-5 - [A Psalm] of David. Bless the LORD, O my
soul; And all that is within me, [bless] His holy name! Bless
the LORD, O my soul, And forget not all His benefits: Who
forgives all your iniquities, Who heals all your diseases,
Who redeems your life from destruction, Who crowns you
with lovingkindness and tender mercies, Who satisfies
your mouth with good [things], [So that] your youth is
renewed like the eagle's.

Psalm 105:37 - He also brought them out with silver and
gold, And [there was] none feeble among His tribes.

Psalm 107:20 - He sent His word and healed them, And
delivered [them] from their destructions.

Psalm 118:17 - | shall not die, but live, And declare the
works of the LORD.

Proverbs 4:20-22 - My son, give attention to my words;
Incline your ear to my sayings. Do not let them depart from
your eyes; Keep them in the midst of your heart; For they
[are] life to those who find them, And health to all their
flesh.

Isaiah 41:10, 13 - Fear not, for | [am] with you; Be not
dismayed, for | [am] your God. | will strengthen you, Yes, |
will help you, I will uphold you with My righteous right
hand.' ... For, the LORD your God, will hold your right
hand, Saying to you, 'Fear not, | will help you.'

Isaiah 43:25-26 - "I, [even] |, [am] He who blots out your
transgressions for My own sake; And | will not remember
your sins. Put Me in remembrance; Let us contend
together; State your [case], that you may be acquitted.

Isaiah 53:5 - But He [was] wounded for our transgressions,
[He was] bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for
our peace [was] upon Him, And by His stripes we are
healed.

Jeremiah 1:12 - Then the LORD said to me, "You have seen
well, for | am ready to perform My word."

Jeremiah 30:17 - For | will restore health to you And heal
you of your wounds,' says the LORD, 'Because they called
you an outcast [saying]: "This [is] Zion; No one seeks her."'

Hosea 4:6 - My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge.
Because you have rejected knowledge, | also will reject you
from being priest for Me; Because you have forgotten the
law of your God, | also will forget your children.

Joel 3:10 - Beat your plowshares into swords And your
pruning hooks into spears; Let the weak say, 'l [am] strong.'
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Nahum 1:9 - What do you conspire against the LORD? He
will make an utter end [of it]. Affliction will not rise up a
second time.

Malachi 3:10 - Bring all the tithes into the storehouse, That
there may be food in My house, And try Me now in this,"
Says the LORD of hosts, "If | will not open for you the
windows of heaven And pour out for you [such] blessing
That [there will] not [be room] enough [to receive it].

Matthew 8:2-3 - And behold, a leper came and worshiped
Him, saying, "Lord, if You are willing, You can make me
clean." Then Jesus put out [His] hand and touched him,
saying, "l am willing; be cleansed." Immediately his leprosy
was cleansed.

Matthew 18:18 - "Assuredly, | say to you, whatever you bind
on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose
on earth will be loosed in heaven.

Matthew 18:19 - "Again | say to you that if two of you agree
on earth concerning anything that they ask, it will be done
for them by My Father in heaven.

Matthew 21:21-22 - So Jesus answered and said to them,
"Assuredly, | say to you, if you have faith and do not doubt,
you will not only do what was done to the fig tree, but also
if you say to this mountain, 'Be removed and be cast into
the sea, it will be done. "And whatever things you ask in
prayer, believing, you will receive."

Mark 11:22-23 - So Jesus answered and said to them,
"Have faith in God. "For assuredly, | say to you, whoever
says to this mountain, 'Be removed and be cast into the
sea, and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that
those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he
says.

Mark 11:24 - "Therefore | say to you, whatever things you
ask when you pray, believe that you receive [them], and you
will have [them].

Mark 16:17-18 - "And these signs will follow those who
believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will
speak with new tongues; "they will take up serpents; and if
they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them;
they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover."

Luke 10:19 - "Behold, | give you the authority to trample on
serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the
enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you.

John 9:31 - "Now we know that God does not hear sinners;
but if anyone is a worshiper of God and does His will, He
hears him.

John 10:10 - "The thief does not come except to steal, and
to kill, and to destroy. | have come that they may have life,
and that they may have [it] more abundantly.

Romans 4:19-21 - And not being weak in faith, he did not
consider his own body, already dead (since he was about a
hundred years old), and the deadness of Sarah's womb. He
did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but
was strengthened in faith, giving glory to God, and being
fully convinced that what He had promised He was also
able to perform.

Romans 8:11 - But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus
from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the
dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His
Spirit who dwells in you.



2 Corinthians 1:20 - For all the promises of God in Him
[are] Yes, and in Him Amen, to the glory of God through us.

2 Corinthians 10:4-5 - For the weapons of our warfare [are]
not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds,
casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts
itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought
into captivity to the obedience of Christ,

Galatians 3:13-14 - Christ has redeemed us from the curse
of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written,
"Cursed [is] everyone who hangs on a tree"), that the
blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in
Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the
Spirit through faith.

Ephesians 6:10-13 - Finally, my brethren, be strong in the
Lord and in the power of His might. Put on the whole armor
of God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles of
the devil. For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood,
but against principalities, against powers, against the
rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual [hosts]
of wickedness in the heavenly [places]. Therefore take up
the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand
in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.

Philippians 2:13 - for it is God who works in you both to will
and to do for [His] good pleasure.

2 Timothy 1:7 - For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but
of power and of love and of a sound mind.

Hebrews 4:12 - For the word of God [is] living and powerful,
and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to
the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow,
and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

Hebrews 10:23 - Let us hold fast the confession of [our]
hope without wavering, for He who promised [is] faithful.

Hebrews 10:25 - not forsaking the assembling of ourselves
together, as [is] the manner of some, but exhorting [one
another], and so much the more as you see the Day
approaching.

Hebrews 10:35 - Therefore do not cast away your
confidence, which has great reward.

Hebrews 11:11 - By faith Sarah herself also received
strength to conceive seed, and she bore a child when she
was past the age, because she judged Him faithful who
had promised.

Hebrews 13:8 - Jesus Christ [is] the same yesterday, today,
and forever.

James 1:5 - If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God,
who gives to all liberally and without reproach, and it will
be given to him.

James 3:17 - But the wisdom that is from above is first
pure, then peaceable, gentle, willing to yield, full of mercy
and good fruits, without partiality and without hypocrisy.

James 4:7-8 - Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and
he will flee from you. Draw near to God and He will draw
near to you. Cleanse [your] hands, [you] sinners; and purify
[your] hearts, [you] double-minded.

James 5:14-15 - Is anyone among you sick? Let him call for
the elders of the church, and let them pray over him,
anointing him with oilin the name of the Lord. And the
prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise him
up. And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.

1 Peter 2:24 - who Himself bore our sins in His own body
on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for
righteousness--by whose stripes you were healed.

1 Peter 5:7-9 - casting all your care upon Him, for He cares
foryou. Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the
devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may
devour. Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing that the
same sufferings are experienced by your brotherhood in
the world.

1John 3:21-22 - Beloved, if our heart does not condemn
us, we have confidence toward God. And whatever we ask
we receive from Him, because we keep His
commandments and do those things that are pleasing in
His sight.

1John 5:14-15 - Now this is the confidence that we have in
Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears
us. And if we know that He hears us, whatever we ask, we

know that we have the petitions that we have asked of Him.

3John 1:2 - Beloved, | pray that you may prosper in all
things and be in health, just as your soul prospers.
Revelation 12:11 - "And they overcame him by the blood of

the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did
not love their lives to the death.
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
